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Couple’s Corner

Lo ving Your Wif e Lik e...

4 If ye know these things, happy are ye if ye do them. (John 13:17)

Ephesians 5:25 “Husbands, love your wives, even as
Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it;”

Your entire marriage can be based on this verse alone. To even
begin comparing the depth of Christ’s love to the love for our wife
is a monumental task, but that is the standard we’ve been called to.
The church spoken of is simply the Christian body as a whole. In
what way does our Lord love us? The most obvious example of
His love can be seen in His shed blood.

Sacrif icial Lo ve
Jesus loves us with a sacrificial love. He was willing to leave the
privileges of Heaven, suffer as a man, and die for our sins. He gave
it all, and He did not withhold anything in that love for us. What
selfish things can you see in your relationship? Can you suffer to
turn off the TV to spend time with your wife? Can you suffer to
pick up the kids, because your wife is overwhelmed? Are you will-
ing to give your life for your wife?! You should be. Christ loved
the church enough to die for it. Thankfully, most of us will not
have to literally give up our lives to love our spouse, but we will
have to give up our selfish desires. You will have to sacrifice things
in order to be the husband that your wife deserves.

Humb le Lo ve
Another characteristic of Jesus’ love is that of a humble heart. The
servant is truly not greater than the master, but as “masters” of our
wife, we must be willing to humble ourselves and have the servant’s
heart that Jesus displayed. Our Master, the Creator of all, was will-
ing to wash the feet of his disciples as a service to them (John
13:1-20). Peter initially thought it ridiculous that our Lord was
willing to humble himself to the lowly task of feet washing. This
act was reserved for the servants, and peers rarely would even think
of doing such a thing. This wasn’t merely a peer, but our Master!
This symbolic cleansing also showed the selfless love that Jesus
commanded. We are not to be prideful or boastful in our dealings
with our wife. You would probably be hard pressed to find humble-
ness in those husbands that order their wives around and try to
dominate them. That type of treatment is most definitely not Bibli-
cal. How do you treat your wife? When is the last time that you
humbled yourself to do the dishes? When is the last time that you
humbled yourself to serve your wife?

Pr otecting Lo ve
Jesus is the Good Shepherd, and He will protect us (John 10:11-
16). This protecting love must be how we watch over our wife.
Again the sacrificial love of God is shown in the fact that the Good
Shepherd will lay down His life for His sheep. Situations will come
that threaten to overtake our spouse or our marriage, but these
wolves must be fought to protect what is ours. We are not the
hireling that watches the sheep and flees when danger arises be-

cause they truly don’t care about the sheep. We must stand watch
and protect our wife. Does your wife feel secure under your care?
Are you protecting her from physical, mental, and spiritual harm?
God continually protects the church with His sovereign hand.

For gi ving Lo ve
If we are members of the church, we have been forgiven of all our
sins. It’s sad that our world has come to the point where forgive-
ness is rarely part of our vocabulary, and you can see the lack of it
in all the divorce cases. Jesus loved us enough to forgive all our
trespasses against Him, and we have to be willing to forgive our
spouse. It can be difficult, but it will be most assuredly impossible
without God. We all have our shortcomings, and we have to ac-
knowledge those. God can bring our relationship through anything
if we allow Him to take control. Can you forgive with the love of
Jesus?

Priority Lo ve
Our love for our wife should not be our first love. This is one
aspect of Jesus’ love for the church that can often be overlooked.
Christ loves the Father first and foremost. The church will always
be second to that love. This does not diminish any part of the love
for our spouse, but it brings it to an even deeper level. A relation-
ship has to be made of three with God at the top. If God’s love and
commandments dominate our life, we are poised for success. Jesus
put priority on communing with God through prayer (Matthew
14:22-23), and He never served any desire other than God’s de-
sire. Do you love God before your wife? Do you desire what God
has for your life and marriage? You must never fail God to serve
your wife. In doing so, you would not be showing true love for
your spouse. God only wants the best for your bond as husband
and wife, and you will only obtain it by serving Him. God is love
(1 John 4:7-11).

The Head of  the Chur ch
One verse that is often abused and taken out of context is Ephesians
5:22 “Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto
the Lord.” As husbands, we have a huge responsibility in being
the head of our household. That submission is a command from
God and not a command of the husband either. To think that we
can boss our wives around is unfounded. Verse 23-24 goes on to
say “For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the
head of the church: and he is the saviour of the body. Therefore as
the church is subject unto Christ, so [let] the wives [be] to their
own husbands in every thing.” As the church, we are subject to
God’s love. Wives are to be subject to our love that is modeled
after Christ. His commands are out of love, His forgiveness is out
of love, and His direction is out of love. As head of our household,
we have to put God first. We have to lead our family down the path
of righteousness. We are to be the example and love our wives like
Christ loved the church.

As board member, Nancy Webb, would agree, your life is
the only Bible some people read. This true and sometimes fright-
ening description is clearly illustrated in a positive light by the
volunteers at the Greer Soup Kitchen.

Located in downtown Greer, the Kitchen is part of Daily
Bread Ministries, a non-profit organization. A burden for the
hungry in their community led a group of citizens to establish
the Soup Kitchen in 1990.

Before constructing their modern day dining facility, the
Soup Kitchen had a few other homes, including a Boy Scout hut
behind New Jerusalem Baptist Church in Greer that they rented
for a dollar a year. On their first day of operations, only one
meal was served, but by 2010 five thousand people were being
served a month.

The operations manager of almost two years, Martha
O’Neal, is quick to point out that they are not run by a church
but by God. With that fact in mind, you can easily see how God

is blessing the obedience of all the volunteers. They strive to
not only feed the stomach but feed the soul.

Many may find it surprising what a broad range of people
are being served here. You will find the homeless here, but you
can also see the family whose father just got laid off, the busi-
ness man whose wife suddenly left with all of his money, or just
the hungry mouths that just can’t quite make ends meet on part
time jobs. The Greer Soup Kitchen does not discriminate the
people who need help, and they don’t even ask why the people
are there.

This compassion for the needy is John 13:34 brought to
life! “A new commandment I give to you, that you love one
another; as I have loved you, that you also love one another.”
Many of the homeless, drug addicts, alcoholics, and poor are
usually shunned in the world and are often viewed as untouch-
ables. They are our modern day lepers.

God loves us, and He commands that we love others. Vol-
unteers make sure that the people know that they are valued.

They make sure that these “untouchables” are touched through
a hug, and that they are encouraged and prayed for.

All food and operations expenses come from the support of
the community, churches, businesses, individuals, and most im-
portantly God. No government assistance is even provided for
the Kitchen. Other than just donations, the Kitchen also has their
own garden that grows a variety of vegetables.

Lunch is served Monday through Saturday. On Sunday, the
people are treated to a light breakfast followed by an afternoon
supper. Many different types of meals are served. Although this
can depend on what type of food is on hand, this is no “soup
and sandwich” place. Often, people even get to go back for sec-
onds of such tasty fare as BBQ beef hash, Hoppin’ John, and
beef stew.

The hungry are also treated to special meals on Holidays
and through sponsored lunches. Many times restaurants have
leftover food that would normally go to waste. Some businesses,
such as Long Johns Silvers and Pizza Hut, freeze these left-
overs until a large quantity has been gathered. These special
donated meals can be a bit different than what is usually offered
at the Kitchen, because their facility is not stocked with any

Let Ther e Be Mom
PSALM 103: 14 For he knoweth our frame; he
remembereth that we [are] dust. 15 [As for] man, his
days [are] as grass: as a flower of the field, so he
flourisheth. 16 For the wind passeth over it, and it is
gone; and the place thereof shall know it no more.

It is a sobering fact to realize that our life here is brief. Caught in
the hustle and bustle of it all, we often do not realize the brevity.
We all leave a legacy whether we are ready or not. Created in
October 2006 as an outreach to families, “Let There Be Mom”
offers a chance to prepare. Founder and President, Kipra Ander-
son recently shared some details about this wonderful service with
“Greenville In One Accord.”

GIO A:  Wha t is the mission of  “Let T her e Be
Mom?”   Kipra: Let There Be Mom was created to preserve the
legacies of moms and dads with life threatening illnesses.

GIO A:  Ho w do y ou accomplish tha t mission?
Kipra: Once a mom or dad submits an application for services,
complete with Physician's Signature, we will set up a time to in-

terview them.  The interview
lasts approximately 2 hours -
it is a time designed for us to
"get to know" them.  At that
time, we also brainstorm on
projects that we can do to put

their talents, hopes, and dreams in tangible forms for their
child(ren).  We spend approximately $3,000 on each family that
we serve, completing a variety of projects for each child.

GIO A:  Wha t kind of  pr ojects does y our or ganiza-
tion do with the f amilies?  Kipra: It is different for ev-
eryone, and we try very hard to have projects that are unique to
each family, however there are some that are very popular, such
as thumb print charms, scrapbooks, photo sessions with photog-
raphers, quilts made out of their clothing, recipe collections, and
gifts for the future.

GIO A:  Wha t kind of  demo gra phics do y ou ha ve
with y our f amilies?  Kipra: The only criteria to qualify for
services is that the applicant must have at least one child 18 years
old or younger, they must be able to communicate their desires for
the legacy with us, and their Physician must attest to the fact that
they have a "life threatening illness" (not necessarily a terminal
diagnosis.)  We have had the honor of serving families in a vari-
ety of economic classes with various ethnic backgrounds, as well
as quite a variety of religious beliefs.

GIO A:  Do y ou e ver ha ve to tur n do wn f amilies?
Kipra: We have not had to turn down any family that has met our
criteria.

GIO A:  Wha t kind of  demo gra phics do y ou ha ve
in y our v olunteer s?  Kipra: Volunteers come in all shapes
and sizes. :) We have had volunteers as young as 8.  We ask that
all projects involving handling of precious mementos, such as
scrapping sessions, are adult only, but students volunteer quite
often by hanging posters about an event, or bundling marketing
materials.

GIO A:  Wha t kind of  emotional toll do the v olun-
teer s f ace w hen dealing with the f amilies , and
ho w do the y handle it?  Kipra: So far, it appears that the
benefits outweigh the emotional toll - I believe that in most cases
our volunteers are Christians - I imagine to be called into this
type of work you would almost have to believe in something greater
than yourself.

GIO A:  Does “Let Ther e Be Mom”  sta y in touc h
with the f amilies after their lo ved one has
passed?   Kipra: Many of them, yes.

GIO A:  Wha t is God doing thr ough “Let Ther e Be
Mom”?  Kipra: He is opening doors... Faith is one of the topics
we discuss with our applicants - many times we have the privi-
lege to hear the stories of how they came to believe in the Lord,
other times, sadly, we hear about a lack of belief - at those points
we wait to see what God wants us to do, if anything.

kind of deep fryer.
Meals are generally planned for the week. The operations

manager sometimes plans a meal in which a key ingredient is
missing and waits for God to provide in His own way. On one
such occasion, Martha O’Neal really had her heart set on mak-
ing Alpine Chicken. The only problem was that she was miss-
ing one ingredient. That needed celery had not been coming in
and wasn’t even in season. She moved forward in faith how-
ever, and God provided the ingredient from an unlikely source.

A donation came in that hour of need as individually bagged
celery leftovers from vegetable trays that had been provided to
a family that had recently lost a loved one. God’s sovereign
help is no coincidence as such things have happened again and
again! If the Kitchen needs something, they pray for that spe-
cific need, and God provides.

God’s Hand can be seen all around the Greer Soup Kitchen.
He provides those key ingredients, He empowers the volunteers
that serve, and He is touching lives everyday. Some businesses
may state that God is in the details of what they do, but God is
the main story at the Kitchen.

As mentioned once before, more that the stomach is being
fed here. Inside the building you will find a dining hall, but you
will also see a prayer room. The people that come here are in
need of help. Who better to help than the Great Physician? The
staff of volunteers is there to be God’s Hands and Feet. They
are there to pray with those in need and offer words of encour-
agement.

Another part of their outreach is sharing Bible verses every
Wednesday. Many of the recipients of these verses keep them
and read them again and again. You can hear stories of how
encouragement comes to some of those living in boxes, living
in tents, or even living in somebody’s shed where the lawnmower
is stored. There’s no doubt that God is pleased when He sees
His people sharing His compassion for the lost and dying world.

The Greer Soup Kitchen needs more of the Lord’s servants.
Teams and leaders are put together each week for particular days.

There are many churches that take this opportunity on as a
project. Several businesses can be seen volunteering their time
to serve. There is even an individual that works third shift but
comes in to lead a day each week.

If you are interested in volunteering, please call Steve Miller
at 864-313-7270, e-mail volunteer@greersoupkitchen.com or
call the Soup Kitchen at 864-968-0323. Volunteers are needed
to cook, serve, clean, and be there for the people. Right now, the
Soup Kitchen is in big need of volunteers for Wednesdays and
Fridays. Anyone can volunteer, and there are some who even
participate with their walker in tow! You are never too young or
old, and even more young people could be greatly used.

If you aren’t available to volunteer physically, there are many
other ways you can help. One obvious way is through the dona-
tion of food. You can donate general pantry items but also large
quantities of leftovers, such as from a catered dinner. The staff
at the Soup Kitchen is not very picky and will take almost any-
thing you have to donate.

Blankets, clothing, and toiletries are also needed as dona-
tions. With the winter months, many of the homeless do not
have blankets, and many of the poor do not have jackets, gloves,
or hats for themselves or their children. The toiletries are used
many times at the showering facilities located at the Soup
Kitchen, where many receive their only showers and running
water.

Monetary support is also greatly needed for the Greer Soup
Kitchen’s costs of utilities, materials, maintenance, and general
operating expenses. Often, this aspect of running a soup kitchen
is overlooked by many through their donations. Donations can

Great things are going on in Greenville County. Lives are
being touched and changed.

Bible Study

James 1:21-27
“Do as I say and not as I do” is an all too often heard statement

from parents. The idea that we can somehow get away with some-
thing that we know is wrong and expect our children to follow our
word is ridiculous. Our “bad habits” have no place in our lives, and
we want better for our children. What example do they truly have
to follow? Profanity, drinking, smoking, and the ill treatment of a
spouse can usually be tied back to an example that the person has
learned. Unfortunately, even one parent’s “good” behavior usually
does not supercede the bad parent’s example. It is a terrible thing
when you don’t see both parents on the same page for the Lord.
Proverbs 22:6 calls for us to...“Train up a child in the way he should
go: and when he is old, he will not depart from it.” How many
times have you seen a child brought to church by only one of their
parents? It’s sad but true that those children will often follow the
lead of the absent parent. It seems very easy to not go to church. It
can also seem very easy to not serve the Lord.

What bad examples have you learned? What bad examples do
you share? Thankfully as Christians, we have the perfect example
to follow in Jesus Christ. We will no longer have to say “do as I say
and not as I do.” God calls for us to shine His light to the world.
That light should be shining to our family, our co-workers, and the
world. If our lives are not reflecting the Lord’s example, we are not
serving God. Christians are many times labeled hypocrites because
we are not doers but hearers only. It’s not that any man is perfect,
except the Master, but we are called to a higher standard. We should
not be satisfied with where we are, and we should not be holding
on to any habitual sins. We must look to the example of Jesus and
follow.

James, the oldest half brother of Christ, spoke of how we are to
be doers, not only hearers in James 1:21-27.

21Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of naughti-
ness, and receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is
able to save your souls.

One key to following the Lord’s example is to know the Word.
Unfortunately sin can and will hinder our reception. The original
Greek term for filthiness referred to moral vices, dirty garments, or
even ear wax! How clogged is our spiritual hearing? Jesus wants us
to do as He says and does. If we can’t hear His direction, we are
putting ourselves on a path toward destruction. Sin makes us filthy,
and then there is “superfluity of naughtiness” or the evil desires or
intentions that come from wearing that sin. Once these barriers are
removed, we are able to truly receive the Word that can be en-
graved into us through salvation.

 22But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving
your own selves. 23For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a
doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural face in a glass:
24For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, and straightway
forgetteth what manner of man he was. 25But whoso looketh into
the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not a

forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed
in his deed.

Are there people that claim to be Christians that are really
lost? Absolutely, and they are generally fooling themselves. The
devil is hard at work in the churches, and he is still whispering
those same lies that he told to Eve. Jesus said that we would be
known by our fruit, and that new nature is shown when we are
doers. We don’t have to live our lives with a Christian name tag
firmly placed on our forehead. Once we know the Truth, we must
follow the Truth. There is no in-between or fence riding. The scrip-
ture points out that it is ludacris if we don’t remember the Truth. If
that Truth is engraved into us, the Holy Spirit will remind us of It
when we go to step out of line. What is mightier than a Spirit-filled
conscience?! James compares our forgetting of the Word to forget-
ting our own face. When we look into a mirror we see the good and
the bad, and we remember it. How many times do we look at our
reflection during the day to make sure that hair we saw in the
morning is still in place? If our hair is messed up, we fix it. Like-
wise, we are to look into the Bible to see our spiritual reflection. If
we see the sin in our lives, we better fix it! After we’ve seen our
reflection in the Bible, we remember it. The Spirit and Word em-
power us to live for God, and we will be blessed for it. Our faith
has to be real, and to say that we are saved and not obey is vanity!

26If any man among you seem to be religious, and bridleth not
his tongue, but deceiveth his own heart, this man's religion is
vain. 27Pure religion and undefiled before God and the Father
is this, To visit the fatherless and widows in their affliction, and
to keep himself unspotted from the world.

Jesus was not generally found in fellowship with the “reli-
gious” of His day. The Pharisees prided themselves on how holy
they were in their rituals and ceremony, but their actions revealed
their true hearts. If we are not doers of the Word, our true hearts
will also be on display. Even the demons acknowledge that God
exists, and such an admission does not save them. True saving
faith is displayed in our new nature. Most people will never kill
someone or commit adultery. These seem to be some of the “big”
sins, but how well do we control our mouth? Again, James points
out that we are only deceiving ourselves if when we not doers of
the Word. If we are not controlling our tongue, he says that our
religion is in vain! Our holy lives are evident when we bless and
not curse, think before we speak, and honor God with our words.
Those that do not “walk the walk and talk the talk” have not for-
saken the world. They try to hold on to things of the old man and it
is evident in their lives. If we are to have the heart of our Lord, we
will have compassion and sacrificial love for those in need. We
will keep ourselves unspotted from the world and serve God. In the
Lord’s perfect example through His Word, we have clear instruc-
tions on how to walk. God is not offering the confusion that “do as
I say and not ast I do” gives. What example are you setting, and
who is watching you?

9And why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say? (Luke 6:46)

representative from my church, in-
vited me on a trip to the Dominican
Republic in 2011. Vision Trust is an
organization that helps children in
many of the poorest regions in the
world.  Children can receive medi-
cal care, food, clothing, and an edu-
cation. They hear the word of God
and how much God loves them.
They know that God loves them be-
cause they see evidence of this love.
I was able to see first hand how

sponsorship offers hope.
One cannot prepare for what they may see on a trip like this.

Besides the family of five on a moped, the first image that comes to
my mind was our plane landing. Are there no roofs in any of these
communities? As the plane got closer to the ground, I saw dirt,
trees, and pieces of metal or other non-permanent structures. I could
see people and children but no permanent homes. Another image
that is ingrained in my mind is a young child about 2 years old or

younger. I looked out the window of our bus in passing, and I could
see this little boy without clothes or shoes. He was sitting on a
cement block and there were trash piles with metal, broken glass,
and dirt all around him. Dogs that appeared malnourished were
sniffing out the trash around him, and he did not appear to be with
anyone when we passed. There were people and vendors every-
where, but I was hoping for a mother to be nearby. “Poverty by
many definitions” would be the title if I had a snapshot of that
moment.

I saw poverty everywhere, but our first stop that week was an
orphanage for children with HIV. They are housed in a cement
building with bars on the windows and barbed wire around the
perimeter, and it is away from other communities and neighbor-

hoods. It appears to offer protection but also isolates them. There is
no playground and very few toys to speak of. Some of the children
also have other medical problems like Muscular Dystrophy. Sev-
eral Christian people give their lives in caring for these children,
but they are out numbered. Besides the effects of the disease, these
numerous orphans also face a social stigma with HIV and AIDS.
Family members may abandon a child under these circumstances.
Sponsoring a child there can be a source of hope and love. Pictures
of our own family were a highlight for many of the kids. They were
so excited that we would share our life and our love with them.
They were not being judged and they were not being viewed as
outcasts. We did return later on in our trip and took them to a water
park nearby. They had a blast!

We traveled to Jackie’s House that week to pick up children
there on the way to camp. She lives in a more mountainous area of
the D.R. and her home is filled with love and warmth. Her story is
a very unique one, but a testimony that God prevails. She and her
husband moved to the Dominican Republic without specific direc-
tion from God. They knew God wanted them in the Dominican, so
they went to a public park in the area and hoped that God would

speak. Children of prostitutes and orphans soon started showing
up. Jackie and her husband heard their stories and felt God’s tug at
their heart. God led them to house these children and provide love
and care. She and her husband now have 25 children there and
have had as many as 50.

The love of God fills her place. She teaches them about God
daily in the Bible, in prayer, and through her actions. Many chil-
dren have suffered horribly through sexual abuse and severe ne-
glect. Some even have handicaps and medical needs as well. Those
children now know God and love God and have experienced heal-
ing there. One little boy in Jackie’s care asked to visit his mother
who was dying of AIDS. His mother had neglected and abused her

children. The little boy wanted to tell his mother that she needed
Jesus, because he desired to see her again in heaven. That day the
boy led his mother to Christ. His mother gained enough strength to
call those she had wronged and ask for forgiveness. She died shortly
thereafter. Weeks later he joined us for camp week, and on that last
day he stood at the altar and sang Jesus loves me. We all cried, but
God is our comforter and I now have a better understanding of this.

The camp I referenced earlier is a week long camp depending
on the weather. Camp is a big deal for them each year, even bigger
than Christmas. Our team and the Dominican Republic elders pro-
vide these children with love, hot meals, and God’s Word. Praise
and Worship music is also provided by talented youth from the
Dominican Republic. These young adults come to serve these chil-
dren. Some have faced similar hardships, and some still do. Andy
and Pam Patterson have been doing this camp for years, and it is

awesome. The pool there was small and un-chlorinated, and I would
guess that at least 100 kids got in the pool all at once. I have been
a pediatric nurse for many years, but I have never seen so many
beautiful smiles at once. Giving of our selves allowed each child to
experience God’s love for them.

I cannot fix poverty or a poverty stricken country. Third world
conditions can be overwhelming, but I have found that caring for

one, two, or many children will make all the difference. The love
of God spreads quickly with these children. I know I am changed,
and I will continue to sponsor more children through Vision Trust
and hope to see them again in the near future.

I urge parents to send their teenagers on a mission trip like
this. They need to experience this for themselves. The enemy wants
our youth to be weakened by self-gratification. Selfishness destroys
us and steals our joy, and so many of our youth do not know that

God has a plan for them. They are important to others, and they
have talents to share. I hope and pray they will share these talents
with those in need.

Jar ed Emer son
God is revealed in

many ways, and He de-
sires to use us in those
revelations to the world.
Some talents have obvi-
ous uses, such as being
able to preach or teach.
Jared Emerson has been
blessed with the gift of art,
and he once struggled
with understanding how
that gift could reach
people for the Lord. Sim-
ply painting portraits of
Jesus or Bible stories
seem to be one way to go,
but how does that minis-
ter?

Jared’s passion for art
and the Lord was one day

realized when a church asked him to paint a portrait in front of the
congregation. A self described shy man, Jared was afraid to go
forward with the request. How could he paint in front of all those
people? What would he do, and how would he do a performance
piece?

Growing up in a Christian home, his mother always encour-
aged him to do something with his art that would honor and glorify
God. Jared had no particular influences when it came to art, and he
even admits that he doesn’t know that much about art history. He
credits his 7th grade teacher with some basic lessons in shading,
but art was not his first passion.

Jared’s dream was to be a basketball player, but after injuring
his leg during Bible college in New York, his dream seemed to be
over. He relocated to Florida after briefly living in North Carolina
and tried to pursue some kind of career in art. Living as a true
starving artist, Jared found himself worried about where his next
meal would even come from. Sometime after reinjuring his leg, he
found himself starving and without insurance to help with the needed
surgery for his leg.

Hope came from a “Good Samaritan” couple that he knew
from Powdersville, and God’s providence was laying out the path
for Jared’s life. He relocated to the Greenville area, received the
necessary surgery with assistance, and began to continue his art
career.

The question remained as to how he would serve the Lord
with his work. Jared spent time doing a range of work from realism
to abstract, charcoal to oils, and everything in between.After his
pastor approached him about doing a piece at church, things fi-

nally clicked. God could be revealed in his art. Painting could be a
worship experience for himself and for the audience.

This “visual worship” was a new adventure for Jared. Where
portraits can usually take weeks with their details, this project was
going to have to be done quickly. It was also going to have to be
done on a very large scale. With a large custom canvas, Jared de-
cided to use acrylic paint for it’s fast drying ability. He also de-
cided to paint mostly with his hands. The quick and deliberate
application of the paint brought lines and shapes together to form
our Lord with a crown of thorns.

An important part of the creation was the music supporting
the worship. Jared studied the songs that were to be performed,
and he studied the subject matter that he was going to paint. This
experience was not about the artist or the work. It was a moment of
worship, where the audience was able to share the spirit of the
performance. God was being honored in song and art. The portrait
of Jesus was being transformed before their eyes.

After this initial experience, it was clear that God had a pur-
pose with this new direction. The people received the performance
with an open heart, Jared was able to share his talent in worship,
and God was being honored. As the usual portraits and commis-
sioned works proceeded, Jared found himself being asked to per-
form more and more “visual worship” experiences. He thought it

would be nice to do at least one a month, but God had other plans.
That once a month desire has multiplied to several a month.

With a willing spirit, Jared has gone forward with the performance
pieces at any place he can. He doesn’t even seek these opportuni-
ties, but churches and events approach him. To allow everyone to
have the opportunity to experience these works, Jared goes for-
ward with faith in regards to expenses. He wants the big churches

3Nailz is a band aimed at spreading God’s Word
through song. This South Carolina based group
has been performing off and on since 2000 and
have been blessed to bring the Message to old
and young alike. After a few member changes
through the years, the current lineup was
finalized in 2010. 3Nailz took the time recently
to talk to Greenville In One Accord.

GIO A:  Wha t is 3nailz’ s mission as a
band?  Cory (V): To advance the Kingdom of
God however we can. Even more specifically,
to advance the Kingdom of God through music
to youth and young adults.
GIO A:  Wha t has God been doing
thr ough y our band?  Cory (V): This is one
that we probably won’t know until eternity. But
we get emails, Facebook messages, and random
people who tell us our music and ministry
encourage them. Scott (B): I think He has done
as much in our personal lives as the lives of
others we are in contact with. We’ve all had our
hard time and trials, but He makes us stronger
through those. We have also grown closer
together through this journey. Greg (G): We
have seen God touch people at concerts and
while listening to 3Ns’ music that has brought
them into a personal relationship with Him.
GIO A:  W ha t is y our per sonal
testimony?  Cory (V):  I had some sort of
salvation experience – the typical prayer, signing
a card, and getting dunked in some water – at a
young age. But I believe my actual conversion
happened in college. Through some convicting
personal conversations and sermons, it became
quite clear my world revolved around me. It was
clear I had Jesus as a friend and a cultural
identifier, but I didn’t have him as Savior of a
helpless sinner (me). It was only then – when I
realized in a very real and concrete way that even
I really did deserve Hell – that grace seemed so
beautiful and God’s wrath seemed so terrifying.
And when the wrath of God is staring you in
the face, you have two choices. You can run,
but you’ll lose. It will catch up with you. Or
you can run right to it, begging for mercy and
receiving grace. Bryan (D): God saved me from
a life of drugs and alcohol. Scott (B):  I was at a
point in my life where I was very far from the
Lord. God kept placing me in situations for seeds
to be planted. Finally, I bought a Bible in an
attempt to disprove it all. After reading it in about
two months, I found the Truth. Greg (G): My

testimony is one that seems to be kind of
common: alcohol the main focus! I consider
myself an alcoholic, but through the amazing
power and forgiveness of God I don’t have a
need or desire for the old lifestyle and instead
of playing music for the devil’s purposes in
bars. I now play for God in church and
wherever He calls me.
GIO A:  Ho w did y ou become
in volv ed with the band?  Cory (V):
In 2005, the band was looking for a new front
man. The Drummer, Bryan, called, we set up
an audition, and the rest is history. Bryan (D):
A good friend, Tavner Smith. Scott (B): God.
That’s the only way I know to put it. While
on-line one day, trying to find some
gigs for my worship leader, I came
across a website for a festival near
Asheville, NC. On that site, I found a
link to 3Nailz. I kind of liked their
music, so I kept an eye on them. One
day, I saw they were looking for a bass
player. About six months after joining
the band, my wife and I, after much
prayer, felt that God was leading us
here. We then moved our family 150
miles away so that we could better serve
this ministry. Greg (G): Luckily I
played with one of 3Nailz’s original
members, drummer Bryan Clardy, with our
church’s praise team, and this led to my
joining the band when the need for a new
guitarist came up.
GIO A:  Ho w did y ou lear n,  and ho w
long ha v e y ou been pla ying/
singing?  Cory (V):  I’ve always said that
as long as someone isn’t tone deaf, they have
the potential to sing. So, I’m not tone deaf.
Anything desirable about my vocals after that
is God’s grace and a lot of practice. I’ve been
singing in some form since I was 9.
Unfortunately, that’s now 16 years. Bryan
(D): I’m self taught, been playing in the band
11yrs., longer personally. (Editor’s note:
Bryan is the only original member left). Scott
(B): Mostly self taught. I did have about one
year of lessons when I first started playing 20
years ago. Greg (G): I actually just picked
up enough “guitar” tips from family and
friends to get started and practiced sometimes
for hours with music on the radio and LPs.
My mother and grandmother bought my first
electric guitar in 1981! I played on that guitar
for over 15 yrs.
GIO A:  W ha t bands/people
inf luenced y ou ear l y on?  Cory (V):
Newsong (Russ Lee). For real. I was one of
those. Even on in to my teen years, my vocal

influences were contemporary ones like Scott
Kripane, Edwin McCain and later Bart Millard
from MercyMe. My big brother, who can out
sing me in any register, was also a major
influence. As I progressed into rock music,
Creed’s Scott Stapp is what I wanted to be. But
along the way, guys like James Hetfield
(Metallica) Rob Beckley (Pillar) showed me how
to do rock. Bryan (D): YES. Scott (B): Bands.
Wow! Many, many bands. Early on I only
listened to secular bands such as Metallica,
Megadeth, and Pantera were some of my
favorites. Since I’ve been saved I only listen to
Christian bands such as Skillet, Fireflight, Aaron
Shust, Jeremy Camp, etc.. A few of the people

that have influenced me in music are Cliff
Burton, Jason Newsted, and Stu Hamm. I don’t
think I realized how much of an influence my
parents and other family members had on me
until much later in life, but what they did and
said early on made an impact on who I am now.
Greg (G): My earliest influences were the
Scorpions, Deep Purple, AC/DC, and Dokken.
George Lynch from Dokken was one of my
favorite players. Also Creed became one of my
favorite bands during the 90’s. Skip ahead and I
found Christ and one of His very anointed
musicians (guitarist) Lincoln Brewster who
inspires me regularly. Disciple, Skillet, Casting
Crowns, and Hillsong are other influences.
GIO A:  Ar e ther e par ticular tunings/
keys tha t y ou lik e f or the band to
play in?  Cory (V):  If I have a vocal strength,
it’ s range, so no. We experiment a lot with
different tunings, but there’s not one tuning or
key I prefer. Scott (B): I can’t tell you; that’s
our secret weapon! Ha! Mostly drop C#. Greg
(G): The original 3N guitarist used standard
dropped D tuning on much of the older material.
My tuning is similar only 1/2 step lower-
dropped C#. I also tune some guitars to Eb for
songs like “Move”, “Down On My Knees”, and
many praise and worship covers.

The Lord’s Example

Tempta tion

17Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. (Ephesians 6:11)

Temptation comes to every one of
us, and it comes in many forms. As
Christians, the devil is out to destroy
us and our testimony. How then are
we to deal with what is thrown our
way? The simple answer is to look at
our Lord’s example. How did Jesus
handle temptation?

After His baptism, Jesus was led
by the Spirit into the wilderness to be
tempted by the devil. How did
Jesus prepare for the trial that
He knew was coming? Matthew
4:2 tells us that He “fasted forty
days and forty nights.” After
such an intensive preparation,
Jesus was obviously spiritually
ready, but physically weakened.
The enemy pounced on the op-
portunity to attack the Lord at
His weakest point-physical hun-
ger. In chapter 4, verse 3, Satan
says, “If thou be the Son of
God, command that these
stones be made bread.” Of
course Jesus had the ability to
turn the stones into bread and
satisfy His physical hunger, but He had
prepared Himself for this attack. His
spiritual strength overpowered His
very real physical need. How many
times does the enemy attack our weak-
nesses, often when we don’t expect
it? What can we do to defend our-
selves? How did Jesus respond? He
came back against the devil with
God’s Word. In verse 4, Jesus replied,
“It is written, Man shall not live by
bread alone, but by every word that
proceedeth out of the mouth of
God.”

The second temptation is an inter-
esting one and ties back to the first
temptation in that in both instances, the

tempter began his taunting by saying,
“If thou be the Son of God…” Was
this an attack on the personhood of
Jesus? Was the enemy in effect say-
ing, “If You really are who You say
You are, do this…?” What an insult to
the Lord this must have been! The en-
emy, in his second trial, attempted to
get Jesus to throw Himself down from
a pinnacle of the temple with the be-

lief that God’s angels would catch
Him. Isn’t it interesting how the devil
takes the scripture and twists it in an
attempt to trick us into believing his
lies? How often does he seek to de-
ceive us this way? Jesus, however, was
undaunted by the enemy’s trickery and
came back against him with the truth
of God’s Word. In verse 7, He says,
“It is written again, Thou shalt not
tempt the LORD thy GOD.” Another
interesting thought to ponder in the
Lord’s second statement is was He
referring to God the Father, Himself,
or both by saying this?

The third temptation involved the

devil taking Jesus into a mountain and
showing Him all the kingdoms of the
world. He offered to give all of it to
Jesus if only He would bow down and
worship him. In a way, it seems that
Satan was grasping at straws in his
insane desire to steal God’s glory and
have it bestowed upon him. What a
triumph it would have been to have
God incarnate, the object of all his

hatred and jealousy, to fall down
and worship him! As for Jesus,
He was being tempted with the
opportunity of instant gratifica-
tion. Aren’t we often tempted in
a similar manner-to backstab
co-workers in an attempt to
climb higher in our company, to
tell a “tiny” lie to get us out of
trouble, etc.? In Jesus’ case,
earthly power and glory with no
suffering on a cruel cross for the
heinous sins of undeserving, un-
repentant sinners down through
the ages was being offered to
Him. Jesus, however, did not
hesitate in His reply. In what

sounds to be a bit of righteous indig-
nation, our Lord responded, “Get thee
hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou
shalt worship the LORD thy GOD,
and Him only shalt thou serve.”
What a triumphant reply from the
Lord! Yet again, one must wonder was
Jesus speaking of the Father only or
even Himself.  Whatever His mean-
ing, Jesus was victorious over the en-
emy.

Through fasting, prayer, and us-
ing the Word of God as the weapon
that it is intended to be (Ephesians
6:17, Hebrews 4:12), we, too, can be
victorious over the enemy of our souls.



GIO A:  Wha t kind of  tone do y ou g o
for?  Scott (B): Basically a balanced EQ with a
little overdrive growl. Greg (G): I am always
looking for the perfect tone but it’s no easy task
as from venue to venue the same tone doesn’t
always seem to sound the same! Physics I guess!
But my goal is a tone that sounds like a Skillet/
Alterbridge mix.
GIO A:  Wha t is y our equipment setup
at sho ws?  Cory (V): I personally use a Beta
58 mic and whatever mic stand I can find at the
venue. Bryan (D): Pacific Drums - 4 pc kit Scott
(B): Currently I’m using an Ibanez SRX-350,
Digitech BP-8, Hartke LH-1000, Hartke Hy-
Drive 810 and Line 6 wireless unit. Greg (G):
My main rig is a Mesa Roadster head/Mesa
Rectifier 4X12 Cab with a TC Electronic G-
System controlling all channel switching and
fx. I use channels 3 and 4 for my overdriven
tone and through the G-System I add a little
boost for leads with an OCD pedal in front of
the Roadster. My guitars include an Ernie Ball
John Petrucci JP6, a Les Paul Supreme, and a
Fender 50th anniversary Strat.
GIO A:  Ho w do y ou a ppr oac h
recor ding?  Cory (V): When you’re doing
music at this level, the way to approach
recording is efficiency. Recording is expensive,
so I don’t waste any time. My approach is being
prepared before we ever walk in the door. Bryan
(D): I let the sound guys/producer handle it, just
follow their pointers. Scott (B): As worship. If
I’m worshiping as I’m creating and recording,
then whatever is created will be to His glory and
will touch the listeners as such. Greg (G): I
sometimes use different guitars for overdubs but
most often just change channels and dial in a
sound that supports the existing guitar. On Not
My Own I actually used my old Mesa Roadking
and then a Vox AC30 for the overdubbed track.
It gave a certain distinction to the rhythm guitar
sound.
GIO A:  Ho w w ould y ou describe y our
role in  3nailz?  Cory (V): Well outside of
being the visual on-stage leader – which is my
primary role – I find my part of our dynamic
being the “let’s focus” guy – keeping on point.
Bryan (D): leader of the pack! (Editor’s note:
Bryan has always been the go-to guy and next
to GOD, keeps things together) Scott (B): Since
instrumentally we are a 3 piece band I am
basically the rhythm section. Greg (G): Well
there’s the music related role where I contribute
to new material which has been guitar work with
very little input to the lyrics. I mostly focus on
the guitar parts and try coming up with
something catchy! Also there’s the Christian
ministry member that requires me to live upright
and follow Jesus and to show His love to others
whether I’m on stage jamming or not.
GIO A:  For some bod y unf amiliar with
3nailz,  w ha t band(s) w ould y ou
compar e y our self  to?  Cory (V): I’d tell

people we range from Nickelback-sounding
stuff to Pillar-sounding stuff. Br yan (D):
Kutless or 12 Stones. Scott (B): Again, I do
not like to compare, but what most people have
told me we sound like a cross between Creed,
Disciple, and Pillar – but with our own sound,
too. Gr eg (G): I guess our style would
probably be in between of Disciple and
Casting Crowns.
GIO A:  Wha t is in volv ed in the
songwriting pr ocess?  Cory (V):
Every song is different, but primarily it
happens in one of two ways. Either I have a
melody that the guys work out for me
musically, and we build from there. The other
is that Greg (lead guitar) comes in with a riff
that the musicians build on. Once they have a
solid structure, I’ll add a melody and lyrics.
Bryan (D): We usually lay down a riff first.
It’ s always a group effort. Scott (B): Trial and
error. We throw a lot of ideas at each other.
You can feel when it works and what is right
for the particular song you’re working on. I
think each of us contributes equally to the
process. We’re all involved from beginning
to end. We value each other’s ideas. Greg (G):
Well sometimes it’s as simple as God putting
a tune in one of our heads and it just comes
together easily. Other times it may start with
a few notes on the guitar and by the finished
product it has changed so much that we can’t
even remember how it started! There’s only
one guitarist, bassist, drummer, and vocal so
I’d say we each share the writing equally!
GIO A:  Do y ou ha ve an y ad vice y ou
w ould lik e to gi v e to other
aspiring bands?  Cory (V):  Seek God.
If YOU want it, and God doesn’t, it’ll likely
be a disaster and miserable. If God gives you
the green light, chase it, and don’t ever be
discouraged. Bryan (D): Yes, don’t expect
money...lol Scott (B): Practice all the time.
Listen to as much music and as many different
styles as you can. Greg (G): Yes do it for God!
He will fix mistakes, sound systems, human
errors, and save the day.
GIO A:  Ho w w ould y ou r espond to
other Christians w ho belie ve tha t
all r oc k m usic is e vil?  Cory (V): I
could literally right at least 20 or 30 pages on
this. But I’ll say only this: I Cor 6:12
“Everything is permissible for me”—but not
everything is beneficial. “Everything is
permissible for me”—but I will not be
mastered by anything. Nothing is evil in itself.
All things are lawful for us. But all things
can be abused and misused. It’s likely many
Christians abuse music, but I know that’s not
the heart of 3Nailz. The music itself is God’s
– the Giver of every good gift. The music –
the notes, the beats, the lyrics – are His. Bryan
(D):  We have many kids (and some
adults...ed) saved thru our ministry, God is in

this. Scott (B): That’s a stereotype. God created
all types and styles of music, therefore, He likes
and enjoys all types and styles of music. Like
anything else on this earth, it’s how it’s used
and the message it contains that makes it evil or
not. Greg (G): I know that statement isn’t true.
Also, everything belongs to God and I think he
is pleased to have Christians taking the guitars,
drums, amps, and high energy music out of the
world’s hands and giving them to Him through
worship and praise!
GIO A:  Wha t do y ou think is one of
the big gest misconce ptions a bout
3nailz?  Cory (V):  Good question. I think a
lot of churches have had bad experiences with
bands because a lot of venues we play tend to
act like we’re going to be really self-absorbed.
Maybe the biggest misconception is this: we exist
to advance the Kingdom of God by serving YOU
through music and ministry. You don’t exist for
us. It’s the other way around. Bryan (D): That
we are trying to make it big. It’s wherever God
leads us... Scott (B): Above all, we are a ministry.
Greg (G): There are certainly many Christians
out there that must believe that our style of music
cannot be Godly... And that is a misconception.
GIO A:  Wha t w ould y ou lik e to see in
3nailz’ s futur e?  Greg (G): I would love to
see larger and larger crowds, saved and unsaved,
attending our events so that His good news is
spread through our ministry. I would also like to
see God continue to bless us and allow our
ministry to grow beyond our imagination.
GIO A:  Do y ou ha ve a par ticular Bib le
ver se tha t inspir es y ou?  Cory (V):
Lately, James 3:11 has been big for me: Does a
spring pour forth from the same opening both
fresh and salt water? As someone who talks in
front of people A LOT, this thought is especially
significant. If I have fresh water (life) coming out
of my life, there’s no place for anything else to
come out of my mouth. Bryan (D): Yes, Mat-
thew 7:21 - Not every one that saith unto me,
Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of
heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father
which is in heaven. Scott (B): Galatians 2:20 - I
am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet
not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which
I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the
Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for
me. Greg (G): One verse comes to me daily. But
seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and
all these things will be given to you as well. (Mat-
thew 6:33 NIV)
