Bible Study

Romans 13:  11-14
Darkness has such a powerful grip on this world. Men

are afraid to go to the light for they are afraid of their evil
deeds that will be revealed (John 3:18-21). They stumble
through the dark, not knowing where they are going or what
is around them (John 12:35-36). We sleep in the dark and
are seemingly comfortable there.

The scripture references many analogies of light (Good)
and darkness (evil). Darkness may often be said to be the
opposite of light, but it is actually the absence of light. Light
will always consume darkness and darkness cannot com-
prehend (or overcome) the light. Our Lord is mightier than
the devil and evil in this world. He has given us His light to
overcome the darkness, to see where we are going, to see
what is around us, and to shine His light for the people around
us.

What are we doing with that Glorious Light? The sad
fact is that most of us are doing nothing. We are passive to
the things that are going on around us, and we are not stand-
ing for God. The early church also faced this carelessness in
“living” their lives. Paul addressed this in Romans 13:11-
14.

11 And that, knowing the time, that now [it is] high time
to awake out of sleep: for now [is] our salvation nearer
than when we believed.

“Knowing the time” or being aware of what is going on
in this era or period in history should be enough to awake
any Christian. Satan’s hand can be seen in almost every as-
pect of government, schools, and even families. Paul’s cry
for us to awake out of sleep is telling us to be awake, pay
attention, and act! Not much is accomplished while we physi-
cally sleep (which is usually in the dark). The same can be
said when we are spiritually asleep. Why are we not respond-
ing to the things of God?!

“For now is our salvation nearer than when we believed.”
This is not talking about when we first came to the Lord and
were justified, but it is talking about our final glorification.
Jesus is coming back, ready or not. Preachers are frequently
“rallying the troops” by telling them that the end is near. The
return of Jesus should be enough motivation for any Chris-
tian to stand up and live the lives that God has called them to
live. We do not know the hour or the day of His return, but it
is an undeniable truth that the day grows nearer. Think of
yourself in the aspect of aging. Every day you get older, not

younger. Every day the Lord’s return is getting closer, not
farther away. It is time to wake up and be ready!

12 The night is far spent, the day is at hand: let us there-
fore cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the
armour of light.

The devil’s reign and man’s sin within it (the night) is
drawing to a close, and Christ’s reign (the day) is coming
closer. If we know the end is near, we need to be prepared.
The end may be at Christ’s return or we may stand in His
glorious light sooner with our own death.

Paul tells us to “cast off” and “put on.” Like dirty clothes
from the night before, we remove them once the night is
over and replace them with clean clothes for the day. Living
the Christian life is an everyday thing. We are to repent and
forsake the darkness that our “flesh” desires and put on the
whole armor of God (Ephesians 6:11-17) each day.

The devil can and will destroy your testimony, your life,
and your usefulness for God if you allow him. The only way
we can defend ourselves is to put on the “armour of light”. It
will make us ready to face the darkness, protect us from the
attacks, prepare us to fight, and guide us along the way. We
cannot do this on our own. The Lord gives us His light for
us to shine. Be ready and awake from your slumber!

13 Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and
drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in
strife and envying.

How can we walk honestly or properly? Only with God’s
righteousness poured upon us can we even begin to stand.
To walk honestly is to reflect God and the fruit of the Spirit
(Galatians 5:22-26). We walk in the day because we are
not afraid of what will be revealed. As Christians, we should
have nothing to hide. The things that are covered in dark-
ness have no place in a believer’s life.

What is done in the night? The works or fruit of the flesh
(Galatians 5:19-21) are performed in the darkness. “Riot-
ing and drunkenness” produce nothing but death. They are
rebellion against God (sin) and cause man to do many evil
things. Fighting, mayhem, wild parties, and drinking often
lead to other works of the flesh like chambering (lewdness)
and wantonness (lust). Sexual sins pervert God’s design for
marriage, and they bring their own consequences. “Strife

Katherine Jo-Ann Hettema was born on July 10,
1926 in Denver, Colorado. Her father, Harold, immi-
grated to the United States when he was a boy and her
mother, Jennie, was also of Dutch stock. Katherine, or
Kay as she was called, was one of eight children. She
and her siblings grew up in California. Kay’s mother
related fascinating missionary accounts to her children

and young Kay would often go to sleep thinking of impoverished
children in Africa.

Kay was introduced to Dallas Washer, her future husband, at
the age of sixteen. Dal and his mother, Lillian Washer, began at-
tending Kay’s church. Mrs. Washer and her son had been doing
missionary work in Africa, but had to return to the United States
after Mrs. Washer grew ill. She needed help with writing letters,

since her sickness held her back. Kay was volunteered for the job
and she enjoyed spending time with the former missionary and
hearing about Africa. She also became good friends with Dal, who
had a burning desire to return to Africa as a missionary. Their friend-
ship blossomed into romance and they were married in May of
1945. Soon afterwards, Dal and Kay moved to Los Angeles to
attend Biola (Bible Institute of Los Angeles) in preparation for the
mission field. Their first child, Luann, was born in Hollywood
during their time at Biola.

The Washers applied to and were accepted by the Evangelical
Baptist Missions (EBM) board and prepared to go to Africa. In
March of 1950, they set sail for Algeria. The rough Atlantic made
their voyage uncomfortable, but even more so for Kay, who was

expecting their second child, Denny. They spent several months in
Algeria, learning French and the ways of the Muslim people.

The family then moved on to Niger. While there, Kay gave
birth to their third child, Ronnie, about a year after Ronnie’s birth,
Kay came down with dengue fever. To make matters worse, she
was also pregnant with their fourth child, who could be harmed by
the fever. The Washers decided to return to America for their new
baby’s birth. When Terry arrived in August of 1954, his parents
learned that the dengue fever had caused him to have cerebral palsy.
They stayed in the U.S. for over a year as Terry received special
medical care.

After returning to Niger, the Washers resumed their work for
the Lord. Kay was very glad to continue ministering to the medical
needs of the local people with fellow missionary Helen Bechtel.
As she ministered, a man brought his young daughter to her for
help. The little girl, whose name was Laya, was suffering from
tropical ulcers. Kay knew that Laya’s sores were so bad that it
would take a long time for them to heal, so she advised the father
to leave his daughter with her. He agreed and as Laya recovered,

and envying” can even come from those sexual sins.
Sin only brings more sin and more destruction. In the

darkness there is no peace. Strife rules all that is done in the
darkness, and “those that practice such things will not in-
herit the kingdom of God” (Galatians 5:21). What a warn-
ing and what a rebuke of those that call themselves Chris-
tians yet serve the flesh! If you’re not going to heaven, you’re
going to hell. Are our lives characterized by darkness or
light?

Though no man is perfect, God empowers us to defeat
the flesh! We are “a new creation; old things have passed
away; behold, all things have become new” (2 Corinthians
5:17). Sin cannot be a habitual thing in our life. We need not
be passive to the things of God, but wake up!

14 But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not
provision for the flesh, to [fulfill] the lusts [thereof].

Again, Paul calls for us to “put on” the garment of light
which is found in our Lord Jesus Christ. Each day, we must
wake up and put on His righteousness if we are to stand
against the powers of darkness. We cannot do this on our
own.

We have to not allow “provision for the flesh.” What is

provision? It is simply forethought. How many times do we
allow sinful desires to stay in our minds? The longer these
ideas linger, the better chance there is of sin coming as a
result. The lust of the flesh cannot remain in our lives.

We need to make provision for the Spirit. Prepare your
steps for the day, and do not allow yourself to be put in com-
promising situations. We all know our own individual weak-
nesses. A recovering alcoholic does not allow himself to go
to a bar if he wants to stay on track. Just the same, we can-
not allow ourselves to go where we will fall into darkness.

God has given us His mighty light to guide our way. We
can see the path clearly, and we carry His torch into this
world. “14 Ye are the light of the world. A city that is set
on an hill cannot be hid. 15 Neither do men light a candle,
and put it under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it
giveth light unto all that are in the house. 16 Let your
light so shine before men, that they may see your good
works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.” (Mat-
thew 5:14-16).

Awake! Do not be afraid to walk boldly in this world.
The darkness cannot overtake the light, and the battle is al-
ready won. Do not be passive to things going on in your
family, country, or world. Do not overlook the things of God
to serve your flesh. Stand up for God!

17 If the whole body [were] an eye, where [were] the
hearing? If the whole [were] hearing, where [were] the
smelling? 18 But now hath God set the members every
one of them in the body, as it hath pleased him.
(1 Corinthians 12:17-18)

As Christians, knowing our role within our job can be
a difficult task. We desire to serve the Lord, but are
unaware of how to do so as a cashier, secretary, doctor,
or even an owner. Is there a place
for God in the secular corporate
world? The Bible states that we are
all members of the body of Christ.
The body completes its tasks with
all the parts involved. In a like
manner, the world keeps moving
with the cooperation of all its
members. We’re not all leaders, and
we’re not all followers. Knowing
our role and embracing it is
important. Serving God in it is a
must!

Scott Jones, Patewood Hospital
President from 2005-2012, was kind
enough to share his testimony of
God in the workplace with
“Greenville In One Accord.” As a
leader, Scott learned some hard lessons along the way
but became a better man because of it.

After being raised by Southern parents in New England
and the Midwest, Scott relocated to Georgia for college.
Being raised a Methodist, he had a salvation story at a
young age but did not “walk the walk” in his school and
early work days. The Lord started taking him in a different
direction with the birth of his daughter in 1991. After
many years of not attending church, Scott found himself

back in the pews. God was not through with him yet,
though!

“Materialistic” is how Scott describes himself in those
days, and he soon found himself taking a significant
financial loss after a business decision, made around 9/
11, that he had been advised against. God woke him up,
and he soon found himself studying the Word and listening
to Christian programming. About this time, he was faced
with a decision about where his daughter would be

attending school the next year. Scott
knew that he wanted her in a
Christian school, and the Lord soon
led his family to Southside Christian
School in Greenville, SC.

The church there continued to
feed his growth, and Scott found
himself immersed in scripture. After
recommitting his life to Jesus, the
corporate world brought him to the
position of president of the
Patewood Hospital (part of the
Greenville Hospital System). His
recent spiritual growth found him
with a new outlook in his job.

He realized that he had to work
like he was working for the Lord.
That humble servant had to show

caring and compassion to those he worked with and realize
what foundation everything in his life was set upon. Jesus
stated that we would be known by our fruit (Matthew
7:20), and that is no different when we go to our jobs.
We have a duty to shine our light to this dark world, which
includes the job field.

The Lord “uses us where we are”, states Scott Jones.
We have opportunities right where we are everyday. In
the hospital field, there are many Christian doctors who

Honoring Your P ar ents
1Children, obey your parents in the Lord: for this is right.
2Honour thy father and mother; which is the first command-
ment with promise; 3That it may be well with thee, and thou
mayest live long on the earth. (Ephesians 6:1-3)

To briefly summarize the importance of this command is a
daunting task. Honoring your parents was important enough
to be listed in the Ten Commandments and instructed on by
Jesus and the Apostle Paul. 2 Timothy 3:2 includes disobedi-
ence to parents in the middle of blasphemers and unholy people
when describing the behaviors that are to come in the end times.
Scripture throughout the Old and New Testament make men-
tion of the benefits and punishments in regards to obeying/
disobeying and honoring/dishonoring your parents.

God has established many different authorities on earth,
such as: government over citizens, churches over believers,
husbands over wives, and it starts with parents over children.
When children follow the authority of their parents, which the
Lord has set in place, they will in return be good citizens, be-
lievers, and spouses. The Old Testament realized the severity
of disobedience to parents, and it could result in capital pun-
ishment!

 If a child was to strike or curse their parents, they were
sentenced to death (Exodus 21:17). Likewise, if a child was
continually disobedient to their parents, they were stoned by
the elders as an example to others (Deuteronomy 21:18-21).
Obeying and honoring your parents is serious business!

 We grow up knowing that we are to obey our father and
mother. Parents are quick to remind children of this too! Chil-
dren are called to obey their parents “ in the Lord.”  God al-
ways takes precedent over any authority in this world, and our
obedience to our parents is no different. Some children unfor-
tunately have ungodly parents that may demand things from
them that are not pleasing to God. We have a duty as God’s
children to love and obey Him first (Matthew 10:37).

Other than this one exception to obeying our parent’s au-
thority, we are to obey them in all things because as Paul stated
“ this is right.”  What is right and good, but the things that are
of God? It’s not a choice to obey but an obligation. Obeying
our parents is obeying God, as it is a command of God. Dis-
obedience is sin.

Our parents’ guidance is given to train us up in the way
we should go (Proverbs 22:6), protect us, and correct us. Like
many things, this is just for a season. We are not always under
the protective guidance of our mother and father. Does this
mean that the following of our parents’ commands will cease?

In a way it does.
The family order that God has put in place does develop

into new families. “Therefore shall a man leave his father
and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they
shall be one flesh.” (Genesis 2:24). A new family has been
made and authority changes. Our obedience to our parents has
changed. When we get married and/or leave home, we have to
make choices for ourselves. If you remember the scripture
though, we did not only have that previous commandment to
obey our parents, but we are called to honor them! Though we
are no longer under their commands, we are always to honor
our parents. God gives no exceptions.

According to merriam-webster.com, honor is “to regard
or treat (someone) with admiration and respect: to give special
recognition to.” Do we as adults give our parents the respect
that they deserve? Sadly, the answer is often “no.” We should
take note that the first commandment is to “Honour thy fa-
ther and thy mother…” (Exodus 20:12). The Apostle Paul
pointed out that we should obey our parents, but first and fore-
most we are to honor them.

In what ways do we dishonor our parents? Living lives
that are displeasing to the Lord can sum it up. Our sin can
bring dishonor to our family name and shame our parents.
Sexual sins, drunkenness, substance abuse, physically abus-
ing others, filthy language, and breaking of the law does not
honor God, and it does not honor our parents. Sin causes pain
and anguish for our Lord, and our parents definitely share in
that as well.

We also dishonor our parents by harshly rejecting their
godly counsel. They may no longer have authority over us, but
does that mean we shouldn’t take advice from our parents?
Proverbs 12:15 says “The way of a fool is right in his own
eyes: but he that hearkeneth unto counsel is wise.” Our moth-
ers and fathers have lived longer lives than us, and they have
gained much knowledge in doing so. God is trying to bless us,
but we too often reject because we “know it all.”

Being more educated or “smarter” than our parents gives
us no reason to reject their authority when we are children and
to forsake honoring them our whole lives. Take a look at Jesus’
example in Luke 2:51 “And he went down with them, and
came to Nazareth, and was subject unto them.” Here the all
knowing creator of all submitted to His earthly parents. Jesus
most definitely had more knowledge than His parents, but He
accepted God’s ordinances for obeying and honoring.

Are we going to accept the authority that God has put in

she became part of the Washer family. After several years, she ac-
cepted Christ as her Savior and eventually married a young Afri-
can pastor.

Life in Niger was hard. The terrible heat, lack of rain, and
sandstorms made the eighteen years that the Washers spent there
difficult, but they persevered with the hope of rescuing precious
souls from the enemy’s grasp. Dal loved to visit villages in the
bush and share the Gospel with them whenever he entered a new

community, he would meet the chief and speak to his tribe. Some
of the people enjoyed hearing about Jesus, while others were hos-
tile to the Truth. Some even spat at Dal’s feet out of disrespect for
God’s Word.

Near their home in the village of Tera, there were 200 commu-
nities with at least 100 people and 200 more towns with more than
50 inhabitants each. This area was known as the Tera Circle and
altogether there were over 37,000 souls that the Washers were bur-

dened to reach with the Gospel. Dal developed a system for shar-
ing God’s Word. He would preach a few times in a village to see if
the inhabitants were interested and if they were, he began a Bible
class. If it went well and some were accepting Christ, Dal would
preach in the village on Sundays, as he was able. When he could
not be there, an African Christian or another missionary would
preach. The Washers found other ways of spreading the Gospel
message, as well. They held services in their home village of Tera,
they held a “Fun Night” for the youth where they played volley-
ball, followed by a puppet show, Dal conducted Bible studies, and
after a few years, they started “Camp de Victoire.” The camp of-
fered sports, craft classes, hiking up an old volcano, and of course,
the Gospel was shared.

In 1963, the Washers were sent to Niamey, Niger’s capital.
Dal’s new assignment was field director of the Niamey mission
station. He worked to see that Niger’s missionaries had the sup-
plies and facilities that they needed. He also worked with the gov-
ernment on the missionaries’ behalf.

While living in Niger, Kay became burdened for the blind
children that she saw in the markets. During a family vacation to
Nigeria, she took a course offered by the Sudan Interior Mission
that trained her to teach the blind to read Braille. When the Wash-
ers returned to Niger from their vacation, Kay began teaching some

Satan has convinced the world that sin does not exist. Scripture

states that the enemy only comes to kill, steal, and destroy (John 8:31-
32), and he is oh so active right here in Greenville County.  Families
and lives are being killed, stolen, and destroyed because of addictions.
The secular world calls it a disease, but the Bible makes it clear that it
is a sin! Rehabilitation programs without Christ have less than a 10%
success rate, because lives are not being changed. We are to blame for
our sin, and we all have to come to that realization to repent in order to
heal, receive forgiveness from Christ, and allow God to direct our lives.

What is your foundation built upon? The Bible makes it clear that
if our house is built upon the sand, it will fall (Matthew 7:24-27). Only
when our lives are built upon the Lord Jesus Christ can we face the
storms. A Christ-Centered end addiction to drugs and alcohol disciple-
ship training center that helps establish this Solid Rock foundation
sounds like a radical idea, but this is just what you will find in the
teachings at Wisdom in Living Life.

With a success rate of over 70% after a year follow up, this Bible
based program is seeing God work in our community. One man’s mis-
sion has seen tremendous growth and partnership after launching Wis-
dom in Living Life in 2000. A former addict himself, Winn Freeman
saw the need for a different kind of rehabilitation program firsthand.

After heroin and alcohol addiction brought him to the end of his rope
and a prison cell, Winn started seeking help from the church. He found
many wanting to help, but they didn’t know where to begin.

After a brief time of speaking in churches in California, Winn

the Christian body, and a variety of corresponding needs can be found just
the same. How do we connect these abilities and assistance to those needs?

Heartstep is a non-profit organization in our community that is trying
to bridge that gap between critical needs and those that can help. By utiliz-
ing their website and Facebook, they are connecting people in Upstate SC,
North Eastern GA, and Western NC.

James wrote that pure religion was represented when Christian people
stood to support the orphans and the widows (James 1:27). It was basi-
cally those in the community that could not help themselves, and they
were in critical need! This call to service is becoming a reality as requests
from food - to utilities - to repairs are being met by people just like you.
The only way Heartstep’s mission can be accomplished is if the people
step up with assistance and let the needs be known.

Nominations for needs are made through Heartstep’s website and are
selected by their staff of volunteers. To be considered for assistance, a few
criteria must be met. “The underprivileged household must obtain either
a child or elderly person. The need must be critical in nature and the
assessment should determine that the need is not or cannot be met by
another agency or family member.” (Quoted from www.heartstep.org).

Next is where the assistance from the community comes in. The need
is posted on Heartstep’s website and Facebook, and it will only be met if
people from the community bring their love, resources, and talents to the
table. If you see a need that you can help with, you would simply let
Heartstep know as you see the stories that are posted on their website and
social media pages! Relief comes through donations, service, assistance
in finding long term relief, and it all comes through volunteers. Heartstep
does not fill the need personally but is a foundation that brings those who
can help to those who need help.

One current project is assisting Wisdom In Living Life Ministries in
building a rehabilitation recovery facility in Travelers Rest, SC. (Go to
page 18 for more details about the Beyond Recovery Project.) If you are
interested in helping this project, fulfilling another need, or nominating a
family in the community, let Heartstep know!

Inspired by a wide range of
music, including Doyle Lawson & Quicksilver and
Allison Krauss, the group developed into a signa-
ture gospel bluegrass and harmony band. Their new-
est release, “Heart on the Run,” came on the heels
of the newest addition to their group, Andy Smith
on lead guitar and vocals. After independently re-
leasing three albums, New River Bluegrass are ex-
cited to see “Heart on the Run” available through
the Pisgah Ridge record label.

God is continuing to open new doors for the

band, and their record label has been one vehicle to
make that happen. New opportunities for their mu-
sic to be heard have come through promotion and
internet availability. Just like Billy Graham adapted
to ever changing technology, the music industry has
had to embrace the internet. New River Bluegrass’
opportunity to spread the Gospel has been made
available through I-tunes and in return has been

touching lives all across the nation. The band has
even found themselves with performance opportu-
nities outside of the local area. Later this year, New
River Bluegrass will be sharing their music at
Dollywood for a few dates.

New River Bluegrass simply desire to be ser-
vants of God and go where He leads them. The new
opportunities have even revealed possibility in
prison ministries. Being a ministry based group, the
band is often confronted with many of the hurts and
hardships that people are facing. The troubles of men
and women in prison can be obvious, but needs are
also wide spread in our community. There are those
that are lost, many that are facing financial troubles,
and some that the devil just tries to bring down. As
Barry Long will tell you, New River Bluegrass’

music not only evangelizes but it helps “to encour-
age people… to be uplifting to people that are maybe
struggling.” How good our God is!

Live music will always be an experience that can
never be fully recreated on an album. Unlike many
gospel groups that perform with backing tracks, New
River Bluegrass offers a true live experience with
their musical abilities. Their acoustic based music
is also highlighted by a wonderful blend of vocal
harmonies. Something that Barry Long states that
the band works very hard on.

With their live performances, you will also be
treated to spontaneous comedy from these brothers
in Christ.  You can tell that New River Bluegrass
enjoys what they do, and they enjoy each other. They
respect the Lord, their craft, and the people that they
play to. The group can be seen playing off of their
various audiences, which can range from an audi-
ence that shouts to one that sits in quiet apprecia-
tion.

The music that they bring to the public comes
from many different places. “It’s the message, not
necessarily the brand.” Not to be limited, their aim
is to craft music with a message through the instru-
ments that they have. Their music goes from blue-
grass, to a more progressive style, and even finds its
way to country at times. Barry Long and Chuck Price
are the primary songwriters in New River Bluegrass,
but every member contributes to the arrangements,
chord progressions, intros, and outros. Each song is
made their own through their collaboration. Mike
Johnson describes the rest of the band as aspiring
songwriters too.

Songs also come from outside writers and tradi-
tional tunes. One such song is “I Was There” off of
the new album. It came as a stripped down demo
from a Nashville songwriter and was developed into
its final piece by the whole band. “If I like played
you ‘I Was There’, the rendition they sent me, you
wouldn’t even think it was the same song.” says
Barry Long. New River Bluegrass’s signature sound
can be found on all the songs that they cover and
put their own spin on. Their website describes their
music best as “Delivering a blend of vocal harmony

and acoustic music like no other.”
The band is excited about the future, and where

God will have them go next. With the lead single
release of “I Was There,” New River Bluegrass is
poised to reach new audiences and continue to spread
the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ.

place? Are we going to obey the command to honor? You may
not be out killing or stealing from people, but if we are not
honoring our parents, we are sinning just the same.

What about mistakes that our parents have made? Should
we still honor them though they are not perfect? Jesus stated
that those without sin should cast the first stone (John 8:7).
Are you perfect? Parents aren’t perfect either.

No authority (governments, churches, husbands, & par-
ents) is without fault, but that does not usurp our obedience
and honor that is due them.

of the blind children to read and they even learned to use a type-
writer. A government official took notice of Kay’s work with the
blind and they were invited to meet Niger’s president, Diori Hamani,
who was very impressed by the blind students’ newly acquired abili-
ties.

After a long furlough, the Washers returned to Africa in 1974,
but not to Niger. This time, they went to Togo. In contrast to the
people of Niger, the Togolese were warm and friendly and many
were eager to hear the Gospel. Dal and Kay experienced great suc-
cess in winning the lost to Christ in the village of Yopé. This vil-
lage was deeply steeped in a mixture of Catholicism and pagan
idol worship, but the chief was kind and allowed Dal to begin min-
istering there. A young girl named Charlotte suffered from an enor-
mous goiter and the Washers took her to a French hospital. After
undergoing a successful operation, she returned home and the people
were very grateful to Dal and Kay. The chief of Yopé accepted

Christ eventually and so did many of his people.
Kay became burdened for the blind children in Togo, as she

had been in Niger. These Togolese children, however, were out-
casts in their society since they are thought to be cursed. The people
believe that only a witch doctor or medicine man can deliver a
child from blindness. Kay began teaching some blind children in a
little grass hut behind their home in Lomé and they soon had to
rent a building for her burgeoning class.

When the Washers moved from the city of Lomé to Kpalime,
she started a new blind school. It began to grow and Kay wanted to
have their school officially recognized by the government so that
her students would have the same opportunities as sighted chil-
dren. Dal and Kay met with President Eyadema, who offered his
support and was also willing to give them land for a school. They
accepted a lovely piece of land near the mountains. A beautiful new
school was built on the property and named The Village of Light.
The school grew, averaging fifty students yearly. They enjoyed a
variety of activities in addition to their studies. Yearly field trips,
hospital visitation, and choir are only a few things that the children
participated in.

The Washers were also very aware of the medical needs all

around them. A local chief offered to donate a large parcel of land
for a hospital. The only difficulty with the land was that it did not
have a good water source. After repeated attempts to find water,
they finally found an ample supply near some giant termite mounds.
The new Karolyn Kempton Memorial Christian Hospital was
opened in 1985. In May of 1995, a nursing education program for
Togo’s nursing students was started. The hospital is a thirty five
bed facility and is the third busiest in Togo. While ministering to
physical needs is very important, the staff makes time to minister

to the spiritual needs of their patients, as well. In 2004 alone, 748
people accepted Christ as Savior at the hospital.

Dal went to be with the Lord in 1989 after suffering a heart
attack. Kay continued serving in Africa until she had to return to
the United States after breaking her leg in a fall. God’s kingdom
has grown tremendously through their wonderful work. Dal and
Kay’s adventures in Africa are too numerous to list in an article! If
you would like to read a more detailed account of their life together
in Africa, Kay had written a riveting book entitled “One Candle To
Burn.”

offer to pray with their patients. The work atmosphere
often does not allow us to evangelize, but that does not
stop us from showing Jesus in how we handle business.
Being honest, showing love, and offering those prayers
are not forbidden territories. We sow the good seeds,
and the Lord will even allow opportunities to reap the
harvest sometimes. How many times do we miss those
opportunities to reap and sow? We can be bold and stand
for our God.

The hospital and most other employers support
diversity, and as Scott Jones points out “Christianity
should also be embraced in that diversity.” Unfortunately,
the world can often have a double standard when it comes
to Christianity being allowed. That should not stop us
from living our faith!

Another unfortunate truth is that not everyone is going
to be saved. We have to be sensitive to when God calls us
and not miss those opportunities to reach out. Scott did
not realize the far reaching effect of answering one such
call when a tragedy took place at the Patewood Hospital.

A mass e-mail was sent out to all the employees of
the Patewood campus of the hospital from their president.
It simply offered encouragement, and mentioned God
along with some scripture. To Scott's surprise, there was
a tremendous outpouring of positive comments of people
being encouraged and even some seeking help. Out of
the tragedy, doors were opened. God uses everything for
His glory.

Be sensitive to God’s calling, bear the fruit, shine His
light, and always pray. God can and will use you for His
purpose in your job. You just have to allow Him. In
regards to prayer, Scott Jones encourages to “pray in the
moment.” We have all probably told someone that we
will be praying for them and end up forgetting about it in
the midst of the hustle and bustle of life. If somebody has
a need and would like for you to pray, you should pray
right then and there. Allow God to use you!

Christians are in all walks of life, and God has a
purpose for each member of that body in the working
world. As a leader, Scott Jones knows his role. Below
are some of his “Thoughts On Leadership.”

Out of Area Interest

Visib le Music Colle ge
In 1999, Ken Steorts, the original guitarist for the Christian rock

band Skillet, left the band to pursue his dream of establishing a Chris-
tian music college. Thus began Visible Music College, now located in
downtown Memphis, TN. Through his involvement in the Christian
music scene, Ken found that there was a great need for both musical
and spiritual training.

Visible Music College focuses on equipping students to serve in
various ministry positions. They are trained in their craft, strengthened
in their faith, and made to be “visible” in this world as Christians.
Founder and President, Ken Steorts, shared more about the college and
his life in a recent interview with Greenville In One Accord.

GIO A:  Finding one's calling fr om God is a str ug gle
tha t man y Christians f ace . Ho w does Visib le Music
Colle ge help students f ocus on w ha t their par ticu-
lar calling may be?
Ken Steorts: We give students the technical and thinking skills to pre-
pare for their calling, whether in church or in mainstream music. We
also get students right into their degree without gen(eral) ed(ucation)
courses at start for more focus and success early. Then they stay focused
with a college of 132 music minded people going for God and going for
music excellence - collaboratively, not competitively!
GIO A:  Wha t type of  jobs/r oles/positions ar e students
being pr epar ed f or upon completing a de gr ee a t the
colle ge?
Ken Steorts: Music, music production, and music business are our
three majors. Musicians, teachers, and worship leaders in the first one;
producers and engineers of music in churches or studios in the second
one; and managers, booking agents, venue managers, or publishing for
the third one.
GIO A:  Ho w v aried ar e the skill le vels of  the m usi-
cians joining y our sc hool?
Ken Steorts: Pretty wide, but they have to pass two auditions and be
recommended strongly. The biggest gap is in theory knowledge. Some
will come from band class, some will have no theory knowledge, but
they have to want to learn.

GIO A:  Ho w often do y ou ha ve students with pla ying
experience without m uc h kno wledg e in m usical
theor y or in r eading m usic?
Ken Steorts: To some degree all of them have some lack in theory, at
least formally. Maybe 50% have had no training at all in theory, and we
have to pre-teach them into the program during the summer before.
GIO A:  Ho w do the teac her s handle this lear ning
cur ve?
Ken Steorts: We have levels and bring those behind up to a new level,
and we care at an intimate level about their progress.
GIO A:  Wha t do students often f ind most sur prising
about the sc hool?
Ken Steorts: The real sense of community and that we really mean it
when we say "one on one" and "in your life" spiritually. Accountability
and relationships are real at Visible.
GIO A:  Reading the w ebsite's sta tements a bout f aith
and the colle ge r ef lect the jo y tha t is in Christ.  Wha t
dif fer ences do y ou see betw een Visib le Music Col-
le ge and other m usic colle ges because of  this?
Ken Steorts: A comprehensive integration of Christian kingdom com-
munity with academic and professional learning is paramount here, not
just in word or incidentally. We mean it, and we remain hard focused on
our relationship with the Lord.
GIO A:  Man y Christians ar e afr aid to be visib le in the
w or ld,  and tha t can be especiall y tr ue in the m usic
industr y.  Musicians can often f ind themselv es w a-
tering do wn their messa ge or e ven compr omising
their beliefs to a ppease their audience . Ho w does
Visib le Music Colle ge w or k with students to mak e
them bolder f or Christ?
Ken Steorts: We give them a foundation in the Word and with other
believers to challenge why they believe what they do. Then we build
confidence in a safe environment sprinkled with a lot of mainstream
exposure to practice saying what they are called to say when they are
called to say it.

found himself replanted in Greenville to attend Bible College. After
becoming an ordained pastor, he developed a Christ centered pro-
gram for the homeless through the Greenville Rescue Mission. Scrip-
tural wisdom and biblical truth was now available for the homeless
and destitute, but what about the addicts that were seemingly func-
tioning in the world? “60% of Greenville County residents live with
someone or know a friend, coworker, or relative with a substance abuse
problem.” Addictions hit every level of society, and there was a real
need for a program that could reach the whole scope. The desire to
begin Wisdom in Living Life was born here.

Winn Freeman envisioned a residential facility for those strug-
gling with addiction based on the scripture in 2 Corinthians 5:17.

This facility would continue the program developed through Greenville
Rescue Mission. Those struggling in their sin would be shown how to
be set free and walk for the Lord! Wisdom in Living Life started slower
than Winn initially hoped for. Twelve years into the program, the resi-
dential housing part of the plan is still a work in progress. Not to be
discouraged, Winn Freeman knows this is what God has called him to
do. The results are real, and people have been freed from the bondage
of sin!

The residential facility has had some very positive steps forward
recently. Draxlmaier Automotive of America Company donated two
former training buildings, and Heartstep (see full story on page 11)
has begun a campaign to help the construction of the 20 beds Beyond
Recovery Residential Training Center & multi-purpose room with
kitchen, www.beyondrecoveryproject.com.  They are seeking: “50
church leaders (pastors) to commit to present this need to their con-
gregation and with prayer take an offering. We need 5,000 people to
give just $100. An investment that will have an eternal impact.” (Mis-
sion Statement from www.beyondrecoveryproject.com) This facility
will house addicts and will be a training facility and family resource
center available 24 hours a day, seven days a week, and 365 days a
year.

Although the housing facility is not yet complete, Wisdom in Liv-
ing Life’s ministry is very active. They are an open door to those strug-

gling with addictions, their families, and the community. In the age of
technology, services are available through the internet and by phone.
If help is wanted face to face, godly counsel is available at the training
facility in Traveler’s Rest or even at a requested location.

Classes are offered on a weekly basis at the Traveler’s Rest loca-
tion for free with donation. Monday nights focus on those who have
chosen to be free from addiction, and it is called “Wisdom's Keys to
Freedom Class.” Private counseling sessions are also available any
day of the week on a fee basis. The ministry does take into consider-
ation the recipient’s ability to pay for the services and are working to
set up a donation program to assist those in need.

Those trapped in addictions are not the only people that need
help, and “Wisdom’s Freedom–Stop Enabling!” focuses on family
members and associates on Tuesday nights. This training and guid-
ance is an all too overlooked issue in recovery. Often, recovery is hin-
dered and addiction continues because of enablers whose behaviors
tend to support the problems. Wisdom in Living Life offers practical
advice to help spouses, grandparents, parents, etc. deal with addicts,
spot warning signs, and help- instead of hinder - the recovery process.

Thursday nights offer a chance to get to know Wisdom in Living
Life through the “Choosing to Be Free Class.” This is a chance for
anybody to find out more about the ministry and what ways it may
help. Addicts may come for assistance, family members may come for
guidance, businesses may come for understanding, and churches may
come for equipping. This adults only orientation is open to the general
public, and there is always a “Meet & Greet” with fellowship after
each meeting.  Every third Thursday, is a special “Bring A Friend /
Bring A Pastor” night.

“The Filling Station” is a social event that concludes each regular
week on Friday nights. It is a time of laughs and encouragements that
is sure to fill every one’s tank! Wisdom in Living Life is a ministry that
is seeking to change lives and empower God’s people.

GIO A:  Ar e man y students tr ying to just "mak e it big"
by connecting with the sc hool?
Ken Steorts: They don’t last long in the audition process and if they
make it in here, they are miserable cuz it is about relational ministry,
daily worshipful life, and service attitude.
GIO A:  Ha ve y ou e ver had to dismiss a student f or
beha vior?
Ken Steorts: Sure, people make mistakes, and they have to eventually
feel the consequences. Always tough because you want them to make
the right decisions, but they sometimes don’t.
GIO A:  Ho w long w as the idea f or the sc hool de vel-
oping bef or e y ou left Skillet?
Ken Steorts: The last year in 1999 I was really getting passionate about
it, seeing the need on the road for this kind of educational option.
GIO A:  Ho w often do y ou g et ask ed,  "Ar e y ou g oing
to r ejoin Skillet?"
Ken Steorts: Never, especially by Skillet! Ha! So, I tried again to get
back in this past year on guitar but John said I was too old. I'm just
kidding, but never. (editor’s note: John Cooper is the only remaining
original member of Skillet.)
GIO A:  Wha t is y our salv ation stor y?

Ken Steorts: I always wanted to be a Christian but found so many
hypocrites against me with long hair and heavy music. My freshman
year in college I wrestled with the academic and intellectual reasons for
faith and almost quit searching. A person I met introduced me to the
simple faith of who Jesus really is and gave me room to make a decision
to give my whole life and heart to him. I did on a snowy day in Mem-
phis.
GIO A:  Wha t bands inspir ed y ou g ro wing up?
Ken Steorts: I was not a Christian. First disco, like the BeeGees, then
Ozzy and Iron Maiden. Quite a journey but I was really into deep lyrics
from the prog rock and metal bands and classically influenced metal.
GIO A:  When and w her e did y ou lear n to pla y the gui-
tar?
Ken Steorts: I bought a guitar, strap, amp, pick, and cord for $40 from
my drummer friend and snuck it out his window one night. I taught
myself and listened to records. Then I took a few classical lessons and
played hours daily.

Ken Steorts: I'd say I was pretty rusty musically for a pro band, and as
the tours went on I wore down spiritually but always came back to the
church weekly, my pastor, my wife and regained strength. My own skill
on guitar waned as we travelled, and I was more of a writer than a pure
guitar hound by that time.
GIO A:  Ho w did y ou allo w y our self  to g row,  and ar e
you a ppl ying tha t g ro wing tec hnique into V isib le
Music Colle ge?
Ken Steorts: On the road, I grew through not being afraid of new cir-
cumstances: internationally, web technology, working as road manager
with people and money. I still do this, working among a group of chal-
lenging and diverse people who make me grow daily by their high level
of self-motivation and growing mindset.
GIO A:  Do y ou ha ve a desir e to shar e y our original
m usic a gain thr ough either a band or solo?
Ken Steorts: Yes, very much. I started a band called the Beep as soon
as I quit Skillet and just have never done much more with it than local
and a few tour dates. I write a lot, and once I finish my doctorate and get
the next generation of the college stabilized, I want to play again more
often. My writing is better all the time, but only I hear it right now. I’m
wired for it!
GIO A:  Wha t do y ou desir e f or the futur e of  V isib le
Music Colle ge?
Ken Steorts: A series of small campuses around the world bringing
worship leadership, music training, and equipping to young people on
every continent in groups of 132 students and 20-30 staff in each loca-
tion serving the local churches, expanding the realm of Christian schol-
arship, musical maturity, outreach, and ministry to bands and the pub-
lic, and maintain a "radical center" way of loving community and pro-
fessionalism.
GIO A:  Is ther e a par ticular scriptur e tha t dri ves y ou
and y our mission?
Ken Steorts: I guess that would be Colossians 1:15-23. That Christ is
the visible image of the invisible God, and that we are with Christ in
displaying the beauty and power and kingdom of the Creator.

Piedmont Women ’s Center
Would you believe that in 2008 there were 7,187 abortions

reported in South Carolina alone? We often find ourselves won-
dering what we can do in the face of such staggering statistics.
How can we protect the lives of so many helpless, unborn ba-
bies? In April of 1991, a local group of churches and believers
stopped wondering and took action by opening Piedmont Women’s
Center. Their first location, of what would later flourish to five
locations, was right beside Greenville’s abortion clinic on Grove
Road.

Piedmont Women’s Center offers a variety of free services to
help protect unborn babies, including urine pregnancy tests, lim-
ited OB ultrasounds, and counseling. Statistics show that 40% of
pregnant women considering abortion will choose life after re-
ceiving trained peer-counseling. That number jumps to 60% when
counseling is accompanied by an ultrasound. For those women
who desire for their child to be adopted, PWC can provide refer-
rals to places including Bethany Christian Services and Nightlite
Christian Adoption Agency. They provide vouchers to underprivi-
leged women for Miracle Hill and the S.O.S. Thrift Store. They

also have supplies for
newborns up to six
months old.

But what about
those women who are
now suffering after
abortion? Piedmont
Women’s Center of-
fers the Abortion Re-
covery Assistance
ministry, a program
that teaches women

and men who chose abortion to use scripture to find the healing
they so desperately need. PWC has also produced a wonderful
film entitled “Set Free” that includes the stories and personal tes-
timonies of several women and men who suffered from post-abor-
tion stress. Their powerful accounts touchingly display God’s
amazing power to forgive, restore, and heal. This film has been
viewed by thousands of people inside and outside the U.S.  If you
would like to purchase a copy for yourself or your organization,
please go to www.SetFreeTheFilm.org.

How much success are they really having at Piedmont
Women’s Center? The results speak for themselves! According to
the 2011 Ministry Report, 8,325 people were ministered to in
some way or another and 243 babies were saved from being
aborted. Almost 200 people were saved or rededicated their lives
to Christ. Over 2,000 pregnancy tests were given and 684 ultra-
sounds were performed. Nearly 900 received post-abortion help.

What can you do to help this much needed ministry? One

easy way is to participate in their Baby Bottle Fundraising event.
Piedmont Women’s Center provides baby bottles for your church
or group to keep for two weeks. During that time, those partici-
pating are asked to pray for PWC and fill the bottles with dona-
tions. The money raised during this event supports the invaluable
Ultrasound Program.

 In addition to the regular scheduled classes and one-on-one coun-
seling, the “Uncovering Drugs Hidden Secrets” seminar is offered to
small groups and local churches. This adults only program reveals
hidden secrets about drugs. It demonstrates to pastors, parents, and
more how to recognize drugs and paraphernalia and shows how our
children are being influenced by the drug culture.

In addressing these issues for the sin that they are, this biblical
instructional format shows addicts the only way to break free and shows
their loved ones how to help. “Freedom is not found in a program, it is
found in a person and His name is JESUS.” Secular programs do not
work because lives are not being transformed, and God is the only
source of this true transformation.

The Bible tells us that we will become a new creature when we
are saved (2 Corinthians 5:17). The Holy Spirit will work through
believers to change their desires, He will give us the tools we need to
live, and He will guide us in the direction we go. As believers, we
have to be honest with where we are at in our walk and not allow the
devil’s lies to lead us astray. The Light has shined upon us and re-
vealed everything in our lives. There should be no reason to hide in
the darkness any longer (John 3:19).

To remain free from the bondage of any addiction, vigilance is a
must. As children of God, we are called to follow the Lord and help
those around us. If you are an addict, God is calling for you to come to
Him. It doesn’t have to be drugs or alcohol. Some are addicted to
wealth, to porn, or to a host of other things that take them away from
serving their Creator. Wisdom in Living Life is just one ministry there
with open arms. If you have friends or family caught in addiction, God
is calling for you to take His yoke upon you (Matthew 11:28-29). No
situation, addiction, or sin is too big for Jesus Christ.

Sin does not only affect the sinner. Addictions are costing fami-
lies, individuals, and communities an unheard of price. The local and
federal government is being drained of resources to support and clean
up after the devastations of drug and alcohol addiction. People are
dying, children are being mentally damaged for life, and families are
being destroyed. “This month in Greenville: 180,000 will abuse drugs.
This week in Greenville: 1,415 teens will ride in an automobile with
an intoxicated driver. Today in Greenville: 165 people will be arrested
for a substance abuse problem.”

Wisdom in Living Life is not just another rehabilitation program
teaching addicts how to not do drugs or to not drink alcohol. This
ministry is teaching addicts how to live for the Lord and in turn shows
them how drugs and alcohol cannot be part of their lives. God is still

alive!
Support for Wisdom in Living Life continues to come from law

enforcement, government officials, businesses, and churches. Work-
ing with local judges, the ministry is also seeking to establish Wisdom
in Living Life as an alternative to Alcoholics Anonymous and Narcot-
ics Anonymous meetings.

 How can we help? Prayer is an often overlooked but necessary
assistance to any ministry. Volunteers are also needed to assist in vari-

ous functions. No ministry is without cost, and Wisdom in Living Life
is always in need of monetary donations and some supplies. These can
be made through their website and even through the United Way. All
donations are tax deductible, as the program is non-profit. A list of
needed supplies (such as paper, coffee, cups, etc.) can be found at
www.wisdominlivinglife.com/get-involved/our-wish-list/.
